Subject: LT GENERAL CONWAY-NEXT CMC Rick at (949) 233-0990

Lt. Gen. James Conway, the nominee to become the next Marine Corps commandant, told the Senate Armed Services Committee
Thursday that disbanding the Iraqgi army and barring all former members of Saddam Hussein's Baath Party from holding government jobs
left U.S. military commanders with too few troops and duties for which they were not prepared.

Conway commanded the 1st Marine Expeditionary Force in the initial invasion of Iraq and in the later attempt to pacify the volatile Anbar
province. In response to questions, he said he had " sufficient forces to win [Operation Iragi Freedom] quickly."

But the military had planned to have the Iragi army to help control the country after the collapse of Saddam's regime. "When the Iraqi
army was not returned to duty, | was obligated to spread my forces... | didn't have enough troops to cover the area assigned,” he said.

Pressed by Senate Armed Services Airland Subcommittee Chairman John McCain, R-Ariz., on what could have been done better in Iraq,
Conway added there were many former Baath members who had been forced to join the party to get ajob and "didn't have blood on their
hands." They could have been able to continue to perform their jobs, he said.

When the military could not depend on those individualsto run things "we had to resort to makeshift," he added.

The Army and Baath decisions by provisional administrator Paul Bremer disrupted the military's pre-war planning for "phase IV," or the
occupation and reconstruction of Irag, Conway told the committee.

Conway also testified that the Marines need to keep their current 180,000 active duty personnel to sustain the heavy pace of operationsin
the war on terrorism, instead of reverting to the 175,000 the Bush administration planned.

Now serving as the director of operations for the Joint Chiefs of Staff, Conway said he believed it would still be possible to begin
reducing U.S. forcesin Iraq, despite the upsurge in sectarian violence.

Hetold Senate Armed Services ranking member Carl Levin, D-Mich., it was essential that Iragis be assured they have to assume
responsibility for their security and that U.S. troops will leave. "There are Iragis who have started to look at us as occupiers and have been
resisting us, where they wouldn't Iragi troops,” he said.

When asked about the Marines combat readiness, Conway said the troopsin Iraq are fully equipped and ready, "but that comes at a cost”
of leaving unitsin the United States short of equipment.

He repeated recent statements by current Marine Commandant Michael Hagee that the Corps needed $11 billion to replace or repair
equipment lost or worn out in Irag.

Senate Armed Services Chairman Warner, Levin, McCain and other committee members heaped praise on Conway and assured him of
confirmation.

Warner said he hoped the committee would vote on Conway's promotion next week and the Senate would act quickly.

Warner said Conway would take over as commandant in November, even though Hagee's four-year term normally would end in January.
The Marines want the early turnover so Conway can be prepared to present the next budget in February.
