Russell and I, manned a table at the Gun Show at Cashman Center on June 12th and 13th. We 
got names, addresses and phone numbers of 13 former Marines and one application with dues 
and a DD2-14. We also raised $300 with the MCL Roses. 
 
We will have about 42 comp tickets for the Birthday Ball. The basic cost is in the $40 range. I 
am asking for volunteers to add an extra $40 to their ticket request to help defer the cost of the 
comp tickets. There will be a monthly recap of our progress. 
 
Market America will be implemented in the very near future. There will be several opportuni-
ties for members to learn how to use this online buying program. There is no initial cost, no 
monthly production requirements and no monthly fees to maintain membership. Any member 
of the League can pass the login information to relatives and friends. They can then logon and 
use the system and our MCL 186 gets the BV credits. You can buy just about anything from 
watches, electronics, clothes, sporting goods, cameras from a very large list of companies. 
When our BV reaches 1200 a week on site A and B, we receive a check for $300. There are 52 
weeks in a year, if we only reach 300 once a month, that’s $3600 a year. All we have to do is 
make a small change in our buying habits. That’s $3600 that we did not have before. 
 
Last month we collected $350 for Cadet  Jeremey Eklan, a cadet from Clark HS JROTC pro-
gram , to attend a 10 day Leadership Conference in Hawaii. He and his mother were speechless. 
Thank you Marines! 
 
On June 14th, two cadets from Centennial HS JROTC program attended our Officers Meeting 
and asked for assistance. Their names are Chris McCormick and Auri Martinez. We pledged 
$300 from the MCL Rose Program, the League pledged $100. I personally asked several mem-
bers, Black Mountain MCL 495 and the VFW 3848 of Henderson for help. All total, we collect-
ed $850 for Centennial HS. I delivered the checks on Thursday morning and Master Chief Tom 
Borders informed me that the money will not only help Chris and Auri, but a third cadet. It was 
discovered on Friday, June 18th that the Cadet Corps at Centennial HS was still $300 short of 
having enough money for all 8 cadets to attend the Conference. Cadet McCormick came to the 
club to meet me. With the help of VFW 1753 and several unknown members of the Marine 
Riders, we accomplished the mission. All the cadets will attend our next meeting and will tell 
us of their experience and what they learned at the Conference.  
 
I am continually amazed at what we can accomplish as a group. There is nothing more reward-
ing than being a part of something that is certainly larger than yourself.
